His goal is to advocate and lobby 
for the IMHCA and its mission.

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ence this past January, it was not 
surprising to see that I was being 
asked, “Please join ICA.” Well, truth 
be told, it was cheaper for the confer-
ence to join, so I did. As I was filling 
out the paperwork, I noticed a check 
box to join the Idaho Mental Health 
Counseling Association (IMHCA). I 
thought, “why not,”  checked the box, 
added the additional money and 
turned it in. 
 

The weekend went on.  I forgot that I 
had marked that little box until the 
evening of the lake cruise. I was very 
lucky to be introduced and converse 
with some of the leadership team of 
IMHCA during that cruise. Dean Al-
len, Laurie Geren, and Diana Pals all 
welcomed me to their table, told of 
their lives both personal and profes-
sional and were happy to answer any 
questions (and there were a lot of 
questions) I had about being a mental 

believed that trauma and certain issues get stuck in the 
limbic system of the brain, and this process helps these 
thoughts, pictures, and body sensations get “unstuck,” so 
that the individual can process them until they no longer 
affect the individual in a detrimental way in the here and 
now. The person does not forget the issue or memory, 
but they have a less intense reaction to the issue or 
memory after completing the therapy, which can lead to 
a happier life. 
 

EMDR is now widely used and very effective with chil-
dren who need to resolve feelings from various issues in 
their lives, such as divorce, sexual abuse, physical 
abuse, and death of a loved one. 
 

Originally named EMDR because eye movements were 
used for the bilateral stimulation, now many therapists 
use alternate forms of bilateral stimulation, such as a 
light bar, (where the client follows a flashing light from 
left to right,) a Tac/Audio machine (where there are two 
kinds of bilateral stimulation: headphones with a tone or 
click from left to right ear, and hand pulsars with a vibra-
tion from left hand to right hand,) as well as simpler 
forms for children (tapping on knees, squeezing hands, 
or drawing with a crayon or marker from left to right on a 
sketch pad.)

EMDR (which stands for Eye Movement Desensiti-
zation and Reprocessing) seems to be on the in-
crease in Idaho. Until recently, there were only a 
small number of counselors who were trained in 
and used this technique regularly, but with a few 
recent EMDR conferences in the local Boise area, 
many more therapists are being trained in and be-
ginning to implement this amazing therapy tech-
nique! 
 

EMDR is not a new technique, but in fact, it has 
been used for over 25 years with research-proven 
effective results. (See www.emdr.com for more 
information.) Originally designed and used for those 
with trauma, it is now widely used for a wide array 
of mental health concerns, including depression, 
anxiety, grief and loss, panic attacks, and even 
substance abuse, to name a few. It is also fre-
quently used in international disasters. When a 
disaster occurs, many EMDR therapists will fly to 
the disaster location to help the survivors deal with 
the traumatic experience.  For example, this oc-
curred with the New Orleans disaster, the 911 dis-
aster, the Columbine disaster, and the Tsunami. 
 

EMDR works by using bilateral stimulation 
(anything that stimulates a switching between left 
and right side of the brain) while focusing on the 
picture, negative belief, emotions, and body sensa-
tions accompanying a traumatic event or issue. It is 
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health counselor. They were bright, kind, 
caring, charismatic, passionate people 
and suddenly, my decision to check that 
extra box on the ICA membership form 
wasn’t so much that I had just joined 
another organization, I was joining ranks 
with these fantastic mental health profes-
sionals.

Ok, so the last one might be a 
stretch, but it sure does feel like that 
sometimes.

On June 19th  ten IMHCA board members travelled to Cascade, Idaho to attend 
the 2009 ICA Leadership Development Institute. It was an intensive two day 
conference allowing attendees from all divisions of ICA to work together toward 
the common goal of providing direction and leadership in the Mental Health pro-
fession and discover a new direction to connect with and meet the needs of our 
organizations members.

Ample 
time was given for the divi-
sions to meet independently 
to address business matters 
and develop a plan to pro-
vide the information and

rating the use of Survey Monkey.   

The LDI conference was an extremely valuable experience providing your IMHCA 
board members the opportunity to develop a cohesive plan of action to enhance 
communication and provide the leadership and services to meet the needs of our 
valuable members. 
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the addiction when the drug be-
gins to take priority over every-
thing else. 
 

Signs and symptoms of opioid 
withdrawal include:  yawning, 
sweating, lacrimation (tear secre-
tion), rhinorrhea (runny nose), 
anxiety, restlessness, insomnia, 
dilated pupils, chills, nausea/
vomiting, abdominal cramps/pain, 
diarrhea, and muscle aches and 
pains.  Most patients describe 
withdrawal symptoms as feeling 
“sick.”  You will hear this term 
used when people are withdrawing 
from narcotic pain killers as well 
as heroin. 
 

The benzodiazepine family of 
drugs consists of anti-anxiety 
medication such as Xanax, Valium 
and Klonopin.  This drug family, 
when taken in combination with 
opioids, can be fatal.  If you are 
aware of your client taking a com-
bination of narcotic pain killers and 
benzodiazepines, you should refer 
them to their primary care physi-
cian to ensure their medication 
levels are established for the 
client’s safety. 
 

Last year, Idaho opened its first 
methadone clinic, The Center for 
Behavioral Health, which treats 
people who are addicted to nar-

cotic pain killers and/or heroin.  The 
clinic is governed by four different 
boards, including the DEA, CARF, 
Idaho Board of Pharmacy, and 
Health & Welfare Behavioral Health 
Division.  Many of the people who 
become addicted do so because of 
an accident or injury.  Before they 
know it, they are dependent on the 
drug and are unable to stop using 
on their own.   
 

Addiction is treatable.  Shame or 
fear sometimes prevents a person 
from seeking help.  If you are con-
cerned about the possibility that 
one of your clients may have be-
come addicted, encourage them to 
seek help.  Methadone and Bupre-
norphine maintenance therapy can 
be a lifesaver, satisfying the physi-
cal dependency and cravings.  This 
allows them to function in life and 
work, giving them the ability to 
address the emotional and psycho-
logical aspects of addiction. 
 

As a professional, you may wish to 
arrange for a tour of the facility so 
you can become more familiar with 
this valuable treatment resource.

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Many therapists see clients suffer-
ing from chronic pain.  These 
clients may be prescribed narcotic 
pain killers (opioids) and some of 
them ultimately become psycho-
logically and physically dependent.  
Some wonder why doctors con-
tinue to prescribe a substance with 
such a high addictive potential.  
Statistics actually indicate that less 
than 10% of the population pre-
scribed narcotic pain killers be-
come physically dependent upon 
them.  Therefore, from the doctor’s 
perspective, the pros still outweigh 
the cons.   
 

A person must meet the DSM-IV-
TR criteria before they can be 
considered opioid dependent.  
Some signs of a possible depend-
ency on narcotics could include, 
but is not limited to, the following:  
doctor shopping, running out of 
medications early, “losing” a pre-
scription, a prescription being 
“stolen,” stealing from friends and/
or family, taking elderly adults or 
chronic pain patients’ medications, 
buying narcotics off the internet, 
trading sex for drugs, fake pain in 
the ER Department, using false 
identities, committing crimes, etc. 
 

As with any other drug depend-
ency, most life areas suffer from 

sages we have formed agree-
ments with and then challenge 
them. He continues by explaining 
the definition and application of 
‘The Four Agreements.’  
 

Don’t be fooled into thinking that 
these agreements are self ex-
planatory. To get a better under-
standing of his philosophy—you 
need to read the book. It is one 
that has had a profound impact on 
my own life and is a book I have 
referred to multiple clients. Its 
message is both timely and time-
less. And though it’s a book you 
can finish in a week-end, you 
might rather decide to spend the 
next year or two really reading and 
applying its concepts. 
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Every once in a while a book 
comes along that changes your 
life forever. ‘The Four Agreements’ 
is just such a read. I saw this book 
(the one with a funky front cover) 
in the book store long before I 
ever picked it up. And when I 
did…I leafed through the pages 
and found myself essentially unin-
spired by what I had skimmed. A 
year or two later, Laurie Geren, 
IMHCA past president, mentioned 
she was reading it. I quizzed her 
about its content and decided to 
give it another try. The book is 
fairly short and can be finished in 
an afternoon. Reading it too 
quickly, however, will defeat the 
purpose. Once the reader gets 
past the first few pages, the book 

begins to build on its own momen-
tum and transforms the reader 
with its insight and simplicity. The 
concepts aren’t foreign to counsel-
ors…but his passion and perspec-
tive are profound . It teaches that 
we are bombarded with messages 
through out our lives that shape us 
into who we become. That by 
forming ‘agreements’ with certain 
messages (and dismissing others) 
we attach to their power and then 
the message becomes our reality. 
Author Ruiz suggests that 90% of 
the messages we have bought in 
to are lies (misperceptions or fog). 
Messages about life, love, our 
bodies, God and relationships…
are fundamentally wrong. He 
insists that we revisit the mes-
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Amidst major budget cutbacks and ser-
vices being limited, Idaho continues to 
look to revamp Health and Welfare and 
the directions for managing mental health 
and substance abuse.   
 

The State Planning Council, following up 
with a contracted State review and report 
from the WICHE group, has contracted

The schedule is still 
being set.   
 

This will be your opportunity to pro-
vide input into what the system may 
look like and the needs it will respond 
to in the near future.  One of the 
items being considered is regionaliz-

ing the budgeted services being offered 
– perhaps meaning that each region 
will set the priority for the populations to 
be served with the dollars available for 
that region.     
 

Prepare your thoughts and be watching 
for the opportunity to respond in your 
region.
